



· The Following are a few of our accomplishments: 
· 85% of regularly participating students show improvement in academic achievement. 
· 64% of regularly participating students increased Florida mastery level in reading math, science and writing.
· 98% of Youth Participants into Service Learning Projects
· 80% of regularly participating students improved their classroom behavior.

· 80% of regularly participating students reduce their disciplinary actions/referrals.

· 80% of regularly participating students improve school attendance.

· 80% of regularly participating students increase their awareness of healthy lifestyles.

· 80% of regularly participating students increase their awareness of positive decision making skills.

· 50% of parents /guardians of regularly participating students participated in activities such as adult literacy classes, field-trips, parent workshops, and family read night. 

· At least 40 families of regularly participating students received training to: 1) obtain or advance their jobs; 2) start their own business; 3) earn their GED; or 4) complete a basic computer-skills course

· 75% of the adults enrolled in the computer-training course scored 10 out of 10 on the post-test

· 40% increase in parent-child interaction at home and in school.

· 60 graduates from the Parent Empowerment University (PEU) a nine-week course, which covered a broad range of early childhood subjects. 

· 85% of TANF recipients enrolled in GED tutorial program.

· 25% of parents’ obtained their GED within six months of completing the class

· 22 placements in temporary employment. 

· 90% have subsequently gone into permanent employment and 20 into self-employment.

· 75% of after school children showed improvement in academics and behavior.

· 93% of program children remain in school.

· 85% returned back to school. 
· 99% of students remain drug/alcohol free. 
· 99% of teens did not get pregnant.
